Hardware Requirements

Step to install Microsoft Personal Web Server 

1. Insert your Windows 98 compact disc in its drive.

2. Click Start, and then click Run
3. In Open, type:

x:\add-ons\pws\setup.exe

Where x is the letter of your CD-ROM drive

4. Click OK
5. Follow the directions in Personal Web Server Setup

**Step for Running the System**

After you downloaded Vrpal.zip, please follow the step that shown below in order to execute the system:

1. Extract Vrpal.zip to any location you like. For example, extract to C:\windows\desktop.

2. Add a new virtual directory 

a) Click the icon to open Personal Web server and click the Advanced icon on the sidebar.

b) In the Advanced window, click the Add button.

c) In the Add Directory dialog box, type the path that you unzip to, to the directory and an alias directory name.  

If you unzip the file to the desktop, the path should be c:\windows\desktop\ Vrpal.zip, and the alias name can be any name, for example Vrpal is using here.

3. Register the COM object (.dll)

a) Open extracted vrpal folder

b) Copy Amzi.dll and LS.dll.

if you can’t find the file in the folder, please go to 
Start  ( Settings ( Folder option ( View ( Under hidden file, choose Show all file

c) Paste two of the above files to the System32 folder at

c:\windows\system32\

d) Click Start, and then click Run.

e) In Open, type:

Regsvr32 ls.dll

f) Click OK
4. Open your browser (best viewed resolution: 800 x 600)

5. For the address type:

http://127.0.0.1/Vrpal/login.asp

Where 127.0.0.1 is your Local IP address, you can also use localhost instead of IP address, Vrpal is the directory name that you set earlier (please refer back step 2)

6. Press Enter to start running the system
